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Mayflower Il Over-Taken By Ghost Pirates!
Lite-Fright Halloween Event Onboard Historic Ship

Plimoth Plantation, Plymouth, MA- Shiver me timbers—ghost
pirates are taking over the ship! The museum experts at Plimoth
Plantation are having some Halloween fun this fall, as they
transform Mayflower Il, the full-scale reproduction ship, into a
haunted pirate experience for the whole family to enjoy. Come
onboard Mayflower Il and see first-hand how a historic landmark,
becomes haunted by ghost pirates. Join the ghostly crew for 7 fun
nights filled with family-friendly fright. Beginning Saturday and
Sunday of Columbus Day weekend, October 10 & 11, and Fridays &
Saturdays, October 16, 17, 23, 24 & 30, from 5:30 - 8 PM.

“This is our third year haunting Mayflower Il,” said Richard
Pickering, Deputy Executive Director. “The event has become
extremely popular with adults and children of all ages who are
thrilled with the way we transform from friendly sails to a spooky
hull. It’s a great way to get in the -Halloween spirit, while sharing
in an affordable, family-fun event.”

As a historic ship, Mayflower Il closes for the evening at 5:00 PM.
In just one half-hour the ship converts into an authentic feeling
17%- century Pirate experience, at which time visitors are
encouraged to tour the haunted vessel. Each tour takes about
10-15 mintues, and includes a number of lite-fright stations and
scenarios manned by ghoulish, yet friendly Pirates. Each child
brave enough to endure the “lite-fright” experience will receive a
share of the pirates’ booty and the knowledge that they have
survived a Ghost Pirate Ship.

Members of the Museum receive the discounted rate: Adults $6;
Children (under 12) $4. Non-members: Adults $8; Children (under
12) $6. All children must be accompanied by an adult.
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The Haunted Pirate Ship is part of Plimoth Plantation’s Harvest
Festival weekend happening over Columbus Day weekend,
Saturday-Monday, October 10-12. Harvest activities that weekend
include hands-on crafts and Native corn husk doll making, colonial
bread-baking, The Wampanoag Nation Immigration booth, a
Thanksgiving inspired turkey buffet offered during the day, and
themed dining events in the evening, as well as regular harvest
activities going on across the museum sites. Harvest the fun at
Plimoth Plantation and Mayflower II.

Plimoth Plantation is a 17t-century living history museum located an hour south
of Boston in Plymouth, (Exit 4, Route 3 south) and 20 minutes north of Cape
Cod. The museum is a private, non-profit educational institution supported by
admission fees, contributions, memberships, function sales and revenue from
our dining programs/services and museum shops.
